New Lava fire protection design –based on Lambda door and window system
Eduard Hueck GmbH & Co. KG from Lüdenscheid presents a completely new development of the system for fire protection applications. The Lava 77 design is based on the thermally insulated standard profiles of the Lambda 77 L door and window series – a special technical challenge which the designers from Lüdenscheid successfully realised.

The profiles of the Lambda 77 L series forming the basis are upgraded by a special accessories package to the corresponding fire and smoke control doors Lava 77-30 or Lava 77-60.

Due to this series-wide compatibility, hardware (also for emergency exits), accessories and tools of the Lambda system can be used and employed.

It is also now possible to economically manufacture the different door applications in one building with an identical profile, profile depth and surface and meet the architectural requirements of a uniform appearance.

Element heights up to 5 m incl. doors, sash sizes of 1450 x 3000 mm and glass sizes of up to 1580 x 3000 mm are possible in spite of the delicate profiles with a profile depth of only 77 mm.

In addition, Hueck offers the uninsulated Lava 65 fire protection series, the profile contour of which is compatible with the Lambda 65 M series. This design also shows the advantages of the series-wide modular system.
